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AINST RACISM IN EUROPE
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Introduction

Over the last years some good progress has been made in challeng-
ing racism in the game, but by no means has it been eradicated. In
several parts of Europe we still witness the overt abuse of black and
other minority players at both the professional and grassroots level
of the game. Also migrants and ethnic minorities still feel excluded
from the existing football structures within football federations, clubs
and some fan clubs across Europe. There are also signs, that far-right
supporters groups are on the rise in several stadiums across the con-
tinent.

Against this backdrop the Football Against Racism in Europe
(FARE) network will call upon the European football family to come
together in October for the European Action Week against Racism
and Discrimination in Football. Last year more than 800 groups in 38
countries took part.

The idea behind the FARE Action Week is that a wide range of initia-
tives and activities address local problems within their club or com-
munity, while also joining groups across the continent to present a
unified stand against racism in the game.

Besides activities by professional clubs, leagues such as the UEFA
Champions League and many FIFA World Cup 2010 qualifier match-
es, the FARE Action Week will give fans, minority groups and grass-
root football teams across the continent the opportunity to come
together to celebrate the integrative power of the game.

This season FARE network aims to encourage more groups in south-
ern Europe to participate in the FARE Action Week. Moreover, in the
course of the forthcoming Action Week FARE will support initiatives
targeting homophobia and tackling sexism.

We look forward to learning about your ideas, initiatives and activi-
ties.

Aims & Financial Support

To encourage a variety of grass-roots events, FARE is able to offer
small grants for a range of local or regional activities that will take
place during the FARE Action Week. The wide range of activities
we have been able to support previously include the production of
campaigning materials (banners, flyers, fanzines, posters, t-shirts,
stickers), the production of fan choreographies and flags, as well as
the organisation of stadium action and community days, furthermore
football related intercultural events such as special matches, debates
or tournaments with an explicit anti-racism programme.

The financial contribution groups can ask for should not exceed 400 €

Criteria

Last season we were able to lend financial support to about 120
groups. When you intend to apply for small grants we ask you to
observe following criteria:
Action is directly linked to anti-discrimination and football and
takes place between 16 and 28 October 2008.

The activity aims at involving migrants, ethnic minorities or other
targeted groups such as refugees, asylum seekers or religious
minorities

Quality of partnerships and involvement of grass-root organisa-
tions (fan groups, NGOs, amateur teams, ...)

Refer to the online application form in 5 languages (English, German,
Italian, French, Spanish) on www.FAREnet.org and describe briefly
your planned activity or event during the FARE Action Week.

The deadline to submit applications is 8 September 2008.
